Wyndham Championship picks 2011

The players picked here may or may not be the best players in the world. The players chosen either
finished in the top 20s or better in recent events or finished in the top 20 at the Wyndham
Championship over the past few years.

Webb Simpson - Simpson is one of the steadiest players on tour with top 20 finishes in 4 of
his last 5 starts. He missed the cut last week at the PGA, but should bounce back.

David Toms - Toms finished 2™ last year at Wyndham and has 2 top 10s in his previous 2
starts, most recently a 4" place finish at the PGA last week.

Chris Kirk — Kirk has fallen off slightly since his win 3 starts ago, however, he’s on a trend of
finishing 49" followed by a 34 place finish, look for a higher finish this week as well.

Michael Letzig - Letzig is on a roll, after missing the cut 3 starts ago, he’s finished 32" and
10™ in his last 2 starts. And, he’s posted 2 top 20 finishes at Wyndham.

Trevor Immelman - Immelman appears to be well on his way to becoming the golfer he was

when he won the Masters. He’s posted 2 top 15 finishes in his last 2 starts, including 12" at the
PGA last week.

Bill Haas - Haas is on a trend, he finished 12" at the PGA last week after a dismal 63™ at the
Bridgestone.

Aron Price - Price is a player who has a 2-way trend, his previous finishes were missed cut,
followed by 50t finish, then 32" finish, then 25th, his first start at Wyndham in ’09 he finished
54" last year he finished 18™.

Garrett Willis - Willis has 2 top 25 finishes in his previous 2 starts and he’s had 2 top 15
finishes at Wyndham.

Brandt Snedeker - Snedeker has 2 top 10s in his previous 2 starts at Wyndham.

Lucas Glover - Glover has 4 top 25 finishes in his last 4 starts at Wyndham.
