Justin Rose — Rose has 3 top 10 finishes in his most recent 4 events played. Rose won the
BMW in 2011.

Matt Kuchar — Kuchar is on a trend coming into this event and he has 3 top 10s in his most
recent 5 events played. Kuchar finished 3" at the BMW in 2010.

Bubba Watson — Watson has 3 top 3 finishes in his most recent 5 events played. Watson
finished 2" at BMW last year.
