Harris English — English has 4 top 30 finishes in his most recent 5 events played and English
finished 6™ at this event the last time he played here in 2013.

Scott Piercy — Piercy is on a trend and he finished 13" at Zurich in 2012.
Rickie Fowler — Fowler is on a trend and he finished 10™ at Zurich in 2012..

Brendan Steele — Steele has not missed a cut in his 4 most recent events played and he’s
posted 3 top 15 finishes in that span.
