Although he’s missed the cut at Shell the past 2 years, he posted top 10s in 2012 and 2013.

Henrik Stenson — Stenson is on a slight trend coming into this event and he’s 3 top 10s in his
most recent 5 events played. Stenson finished 2" at Shell in 2013.

Phil Mickelson — Mickelson has 4 top 20 finishes in his most recent 5 events played,
including 2 top 10s. Mickelson has 5 top 20 finishes at Shell in the past 5 years, including a win.

J.B. Holmes — Holmes has 3 top 11 finishes in his most recent 5 events played and he is the
defending champion. Holmes also finished 12" in 2014 and 8" in 2012 at this tourney.

Jordan Spieth — Spieth has 3 top 20 finishes in his most recent 3 events played. Spieth
finished 2™ at this event last year.

Dustin Johnson — Johnson has 4 top 20 finishes in his most recent 5 events played, including
2 top 5s. Johnson finished 4™ at Shell in 2013.

Brooks Koepka — Koepka is trending coming into this event with a 5t place finish in his most
recent event played. Koepka has 2 top 10s in his most recent 4 events played as well.

Sergio Garcia — Garcia has 4 top 20 finishes in his most recent 5 events played, including 2
top 10s. Garcia finished 2" at Shell in 2014.

Patrick Reed — Reed has 3 top 10 finishes in his most recent 5 events played. Reed finished
17" at Shell last year.
