Rory Mcllroy — Mcliroy has 3 top 10 finishes in his most recent 4 events played, including a
win. Mcllroy won The Open in 2014.

Sergio Garcia — Garcia has 4 top 10 finishes in his most recent 5 events played, including a
win. Garcia also has 3 top 10 finishes at The Open over the past 5 years.
