Justin Rose — Rose is the defending champion. He is also on a trend coming into the event to
go along with 4 top 20 finishes in his most recent 5 events played. Rose has 3 top 10s at Zurich
over the past 4 years, including the win last year.

Jason Day — Day has 3 top 10 finishes in his most recent 4 events played, including a win. Day
finished 4™ at Zurich last year.

Rickie Fowler — Fowler has 3 top 10 finishes in his most recent 5 events played. Fowler
finished 10" at this tourney in 2012 (his best over the past 5 years).

Billy Horschel — Horschel is on a trend coming into this tourney with a 4" place finish last
week. Horschel won this event in 2013.

Chris Kirk — Kirk is another player on a trend coming into Zurich, he also has 3 top 15 finishes
in his most recent 5 events played. Kirk finished 21°" at this tourney in 2013.

Daniel Berger — Berger has 2 top 10 finishes in his most recent 2 events played. Berger
finished 6™ at Zurich last year.

Charley Hoffman — Hoffman won Valero last week. Hoffman finished 5™ at Zurich in 2014.

David Hearn — Hearn is on a trend coming into this tourney with a 13" finish at Valero last
week. Hearn hasn’t missed a cut at Zurich over the past 5 years and he finished 6" last year.

Charles Howell lll = Howell has 2 top 10 finishes in his most recent 4 events played. Howell
finished 13" at Zurich in 2011.
