Bryson DeChambeau — DeChambeau has 3 top 10 finishes in his most recent 5 events played,
including a win, DeChambeau is also on a trend coming into this event with a 9" finish last week.

Matthew Fitzpatrick — Fitzpatrick has 4 top 20 finishes in his most recent 5 events played (3 top 10s).
Fitzpatrick is trending with a 4™ finish in his most recent event played.

Thomas Pieters — Pieters has 4 top 15 finishes in his most recent 4 events played. Pieters finished 23™
at this event in 2019.
